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At the beginning of his minis-
try Jesus invited individuals to 
òCome,   follow   me.ó   These 
followers became known as 
disciples-ones who follow, 

learn from, and emulate their master: And òto 
Followó in Greek is akoloutheo, which means 
to accompany on a journey or to walk with 
someone down the road. 
 

For the season of Lent I will be exploring the 
theme of walking with God. Using Adam 
Hamiltonõs book The Walk we will be looking 
at ways we, as disciples, can learn from and 
emulate our Master. 

  A Message from Pastor David 

 

It was a revelation to discover how enjoya-
ble the process of studying and learning is 
as an older adult.  School was never a 
problem, but neither was it a source of 
pleasure.  In my adulthood I have grown 
to appreciate the pursuit of knowledge.  
Even better, finding those who enjoy it as 

much as I do.  Franklin Church member, J.B., and I share 
this enjoyment.  His recent research into the hymn òThine 
Be the Gloryó got my attention and I am pleased to share 
some of it with you. 
 
According to J.B., the words to this hymn (often sung at 
Easter) were written in French by the Swiss writer, Ed-
mond L. Budry in 1904. The French title is òA Toi la 
Gloireó.  Budry, born in 1854,  
and educated in theology at Lausanne, became a minister 
in the Eglise Evangelique Libre du Canton de Vaud, which 
broke away from the Swiss National Reformed Church.  
He was a pastor in Cully and Sainte Croix, and then 
served as pastor of the Free Church in Vevey, Switzerland 
for thirty-five years. Besides writing original hymns, Pas-
tor Budry translated hymns from German, English and 
Latin into French.  It is reported that Budry was moved to 
write the hymn text in 1884 after the death of his first 
wife, Marie de Vayenborg.   
 

The text of òThine Be the Gloryó was set to the music of a 
notable chorus from Handelõs oratorio, Judas Maccabaeus  

Worship Music by Maria Cimarelli, Director of Music  

The   six    weeks   leading   up   to   Easter  is 
traditionally   a   period   of   reflection     and  
spiritual growth. I hope that we will all make 
an effort to do something in our walk to 
grow closer to God. I will be leading a study 
on Tuesday nights at 6:30 using a DVD and 
study guide by Adam Hamilton. 
 

Whether   its   attending   worship services, 
coming to the study, buying the book The 
Walk   and   reading   it,   or creating our own  
devotional practice, may our walk with Christ 
between now and April 12th, Easter day, be 
enriching. 

and was subsequently published in Chants Evangeliques in 
1885.  The words were translated to English by Richard 
Birch Hoyle. This translation was commissioned by the 
World Student Christian Federation, which retained the 
copyright. The Methodist Hymn Book (1933) was the first 
European hymnal to include the hymn. 
 

According to English hymnologist J. Richard Watson, the 
hymn is òbased on the Gospel accounts of the Resurrec-
tionétogether with St. Paulõs commentary on it in I Co-
rinthians 15.ó  
The text found in Isaiah 25:8, (òHe will swallow up death 
forever; the Sovereign Lord will wipe away the tears from 
all facesó) is the crux of the hymnõs meaning.  Verse two is 
almost a direct quote of I Corinthians 15:55, òO death, 
where is thy sting? O grave, where is thy victory?ó The 
glory of Christõs resurrection is evident in the text and in 
the majesty of Handelõs music.  
 

As we approach the liturgical seasons of Lent and Easter 
we spend time contemplating the story of Christõs journey 
- from betrayal to public scorn, from an agonizing death 
by crucifixion to His triumphant resurrection.  òThine Is 
the Gloryó reminds us of Godõs promise that we will share 
in a celestial celebration after death.  òThine is the glory, 
risen, conquering Son; endless is the victory Thou oõer death hast 
won.ó
